The grade for this assignment will count toward their Language Arts grade. 

The Power of “I” Grading
FAILING IS NO LONGER AN OPTION!!!!!

This grading system puts more responsibility and accountability on the student to do their work, turn it on tome, and take pride in their work and their grades in order to make them good students and give them a sense of success.

· Any assignment that is late or receives a grade lower than 70% is considered I, which means that all assignments or tests must be a 70% or higher (an A, B or C).

· If there is an I grade (or not entered grade) it will turn the overall grade to an I.

· You must redo or complete the assignment to erase the I.

· Once you redo or complete the assignment you will receive 70%.

· There will be a daily lunch detention issued to you if you have an I assignment.  You will be required to come for the lunch detention to complete your I assignment.

· If you fail to show up to detention or do not complete your missing assignment, then you will receive a detention for insubordination.

· If a test is lower than a 70%, then you must redo the test and write a paragraph as to why the correct answer is the correct answer- this will boost your grade to a 70%.

If your child returns everything by the above date they will receive a homework coupon.  This coupon gives your child a chance to be excused from an assignment.
